LIST OF DOCUMENTS

CONFIRMING THE NUMBER OF A STUDENT'S FAMILY MEMBERS

AND THEIR INCOME 
1. Documents confirming the number of a student's family members are:

1) a copy of shortened transcript of a student's marriage certificate,
2) for siblings and children under the age of 18 years: a document confirming age; a transcript of birth certificate or a certificate confirming going to school, 

3) for siblings and children at the age from 18 to 26 years: a certificate confirming going to school or attending university,

4) for adult siblings and children who are not learners or above the age of 26 years: a disability degree certificate,

5) a copy of transcript of binding judgment of Family Court confirming the adoption, or a certificate of Family Court or Adoption and Guardianship Center about conducting court proceeding in the child adoption case,

6) a copy of student's parents death certificate or a copy of transcript of enforceable judgment adjudging maintenance, or a copy of transcript of official record from the hearing including content of a consent decree, or a copy of transcript of a settlement obliging to maintenance reached with a facilitator and approved by the court,

7) a copy of transcript of binding judgment of Family Court stating divorce or separation or a student's spouse or parent death certificate,

8) a copy of a full transcript of birth certificate when a father is unknown,

9) a copy of transcript of binding judgment dismissing the action of settling maintenance,

10) a copy of court decision obliging one of the parents to bear full costs of child maintenance,

11) a copy of Family Court decision establishing a student's legal guardian.
2. Documents confirming a student's family members income are:
1) Source 1: tax office family income notice of assessment or a family member's declaration confirming family income taxable in accordance with the rules established in the article 27, 30b, 30c, 30e of Personal Income Tax Act,
and

social security (ZUS or KRUS) certificate or a family member's declaration confirming the amount of health insurance contributions deducted from the tax,
2) Source 2: a family member's declaration confirming the amount of income from business activity taxable in accordance with the regulations in the Act on Flat-Rate Income Tax on Selected Incomes Earned by Individuals,
3) Source 3: a family member's declaration confirming family income non-taxable in accordance with the regulations of the Personal Income Tax Act,
and also accordingly:
a) a commune certificate confirming the size of an agricultural farm expressed in comparative fiscal hectares of total area in the base year,

b) a certificate from equivalent of Polish tax office translated into Polish, and if there is no such institution in a specific country, a certificate from employer confirming the income and the amount of tax and obligatory social insurance contributions,
c) a copy of an agreement of land lease, in the case of leasing a part of or the whole agricultural farm owned by the family on the basis of an agreement concluded in accordance with the regulations concerning farmers' insurance, or leasing an agricultural farm in connection with collected pension benefits described in the regulations concerning supporting of rural development from resources of European Agriculture Guidance and Guarantee Fund,
d) a copy of an agreement concluded in the form of notarial deed, in the case of using an agricultural farm by farming cooperative,

e) a copy of transcript of enforceable judgment adjudging maintenance for family members or persons outside the family, or a transcript of official record from the hearing including content of a consent decree, or transcript of a settlement reached with a facilitator and approved by the court obliging to maintenance for family members or persons outside the family,
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f) bank orders or transfers confirming the amount of maintenance, if family members are obliged with a court judgment or a consent decree to pay maintenance for persons outside the family,

g) in the case when a person eligible to maintenance did not receive it or received it in the amount lower than settled in a court judgment or a consent decree or a settlement reached with a facilitator:

- a certificate of a body conducting enforcement proceedings in a case of a partial or total ineffective execution of maintenance including the amount of successfully enforced payments, or

- information from a proper court or a proper institution about a person eligible to maintenance does issue actions connected with execution of executory entitlement abroad or does not issue them, especially in connection with lack of legal basis to do so or lack of possibility of indicating a maintenance debtor's place of residence abroad by a person eligible to maintenance, if a maintenance debtor lives abroad.

Lost or obtained incomes:
4) a document determining the date of loosing the income and the amount of lost income,

5) a document determining the amount of income obtained by a family member and the number of months in which the income was obtained, in the case of obtaining income during the base year,

6) a document determining the amount of income obtained by a family member from the month following the month in which the income was obtained, in the case of obtaining income after the base year.
