ORDINANCE
of the Rector of the Cracow University of Economics
No. R-0201-12/2017
from the date of 21st of April 2017

concerning

the amount of payments for the foreigners for
the education process and participation in the scientific research
at the Cracow University of Economics
Acting on the basis of the art. 98 sec. 1 point 3 and the art. 99 sec. 1–2 of the act of 27th of July 2005 the Higher Education Law (Dz. U. [Journal of Laws] of 2016, item 1842 as amended), the §17 of the Ordinance of the Minister of Science and Higher Education of 12th of October 2006 concerning engaging in and completing the studies and trainings by the foreigners and their participation in the scientific research and development works (Dz. U. [Journal od Laws] of 20116, item 1501) and the §31 sec. 3 point 6 of the Statute of Cracow University of Economics, it is ordained that:
§1

1. The regulations of the present Ordinance are applicable for the foreigners who are receiving education at the Cracow University of Economics on the basis of the payments principles different from the principles applying to Polish citizens.
2. The Ordinance regulates the issues concerning the payments for the education of the foreigners, mentioned in the sec. 1, in the scope not included in the binding ordinance of the minister in charge of higher education, regarding the regulations of starting and engaging the studies by the foreigners.

3. The rules and terms of making the payments obligatory for the foreigners but not mentioned in the present Ordinance, and also the regulations concerning exempting from the payments are described in the provisions mentioned in the sec. 2 and the proper resolution of the Cracow University of Economics Senate.
§2
1. The payment for the procedure connected with the foreigner’s acceptation for the higher or the doctoral studies amounts 200 Euro and it should be paid during the enrolment process.
2. With reservation of the sec. 5–7, for each form of education in which the foreigner is engaged in the Cracow University of Economics, they should make semester payments in the following amounts:

1) in the case of the 1st degree studies, with the reservation of the point 2:

a) for the first two semesters – 800 Euro each,

b) for the consecutive semesters – 1000 Euro each,

2) in the case of the 1st degree studies conducted in English:
a) for the first two semesters – 1150 Euro each,

b) for the consecutive semesters – 1500 Euro each,

3) in the case of the 2nd degree studies, with the reservation of the point 4:

a) for the first semester – 800 Euro,

b) for the consecutive semesters – 1000 Euro each,

4) in the case of the 2nd degree studies conducted in English:

a) for the first semester – 1150 Euro,

b) for the consecutive semesters – 1500 Euro each,

5) in the case of the long cycle Master’s degree studies – 1200 Euro,

6) in the case of the 3rd degree studies (the doctoral studies) – 1500 Euro,

7) in the case of the postgraduate studies – minimum 1500 Euro,

8) in the case of the scientific and habilitation trainings – minimum 1500 Euro,

9) in the case of the courses and professional practices – minimum 1500 Euro.

3. The payments described in the sec. 2 include the costs of issuing of the documents connected with the course of the studies.

4. The payments described in the sec. 2 can be collected in the different amount or not collected at all if the foreigner is completing education on the basis of the agreement signed with a foreign university including regulations different than that described in the sec. 2.
5. Apart from the payments described in the sec. 2, the foreigners should make payments described in the sec. 6–9 in the situation when the circumstances indicated in those regulations appear.
6. The payments for repeating the subject due to unsatisfactory educational results or due to not getting the credit in the statutory term, the foreigners should pay the following payments:
1) for repeating the subject – the amount being the product of the number of ECTS points for the subject and the payment for 1 ECTS point which is:
a) 35 Euro for the studies mentioned in the sec. 2, point 1, 3 and 5,
b) 50 Euro for the studies mentioned in the sec. 2, point 2 and 4,

c) 250 Euro for the studies mentioned in the sec. 2, point 6,

2) for repeating the semester – 100% of the proper payment mentioned in the sec. 2,
3) for repeating the year – 200% of the proper payment mentioned in the sec. 2.

7. With the reservation of the sec. 8–9, the payment for the classes compensating for the curricular differences or the subjects exceeding the plan of the given major of the studies equals 20% of the proper payment, described in the sec. 2, for each subject realized in such mode.

8. In the case when, in the given semester, the total amount which the foreigner would be obliged to pay due to the payments described in the sec. 7 exceeds the amount of the semester payments, described in the sec. 2, the lower amount of those two is collected (that is the amount which equals the semester payments for the education).

9. In the case when the foreigner, on the basis of the authorized person’s decision, in the framework of compensating for the curricular differences gets credit for the subject in the individual program, without participation in the classes, the payment for each credit and/or exam connected with the realization of the curricular differences equals the equivalent of 75 Euro in PLN.
10. The amount of the payment for conducting the registration and conferment procedure for a doctoral degree equals the equivalent of 4000 Euro in PLN and it should be paid before starting the procedure.
§3
1. The payments described in the §2 should be made on the bank account indicated by the University.

2. The payments, described in the §2 sec. 6–9 should be made in the term of the 7 days from the date of issuing the proper decision by the authorized person.

§4
1. With the reservation of the sec. 3, in the case of the foreigner being in the difficult financial situation or in the case of engaging in the second major of the studies or education in different form on the principals of payment, on the foreigner’s justified and documented application submitted not later than 14 days from the date of receiving credit for the next semester, the payment, described in the §2 can be reduced or the foreigner can be totally exempted from the payment.
2. The application, described in the sec. 1, should include attachments (in the original language and in the translation into Polish) in the form of all documents confirming the foreigner’s financial situation, especially employment agreements of the foreigner and the members of their family, income certificates of the foreigner and the members of their family, possible death certificates, etc. The documents mentioned above should be issued not earlier than 3 moths before the day of submitting the application.

3. The reduction or exemption from the payment for the first year of the studies is not possible.

4. The decisions concerning reductions and exemptions from the payments are made by the Rector after receiving the opinions from the chancellor and the director of the unit in charge of the settlements of students and doctoral students.

5. During the given degree of the studies, the student can submit the application for reduction or exemption from the payments for the studies not more than two times.

§5

1. The Ordinance becomes effective on the date of signing and concerns the cycles of education at the studies starting in the academic year 2017/2018.
2. The amount of the payments collected from the foreigners for the education started and conducted before the date of the present Ordinance has become effective and for the participation in the scientific research is regulated by the previous ordinance.
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
